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ABSTRACT

The abstract should present a concise and self-contained summary of the research, clearly stating the purpose, methodology, key findings, and principal conclusions of the study. Authors are required to limit the abstract to a maximum of 300 words. Emphasis should be placed on the novelty and significance of the research contribution, clearly distinguishing the work from existing studies in the field. The abstract should be written in clear and precise academic language and must avoid the use of references, figures, tables, or unexplained abbreviations. As the abstract is often the first and sometimes the only part of the paper read by reviewers and readers, it should accurately reflect the content of the manuscript and highlight the original aspects and potential impact of the work. Compliance with these guidelines will facilitate effective peer review, indexing, and dissemination of articles published in World Comet Research Group Journals.
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1. INTRODUCTION
The introduction should provide sufficient background to place the research in its proper context and clearly define the problem addressed in the study. It should summarize relevant and recent literature to demonstrate the current state of research in the field and to identify existing gaps or limitations. The objectives of the study must be clearly stated, along with the motivation for conducting the research. Authors should explicitly highlight the novelty and significance of the work and explain how the proposed study advances existing knowledge or practice. The introduction should conclude with a brief outline of the structure of the paper.

The article manuscript must meet the requirements as stated in the Author Guidelines available on the official website of world comet research group journals. The manuscript should be typed on A4 paper, consisting of 4,000-8,000 words, including references, tables, and figures. The manuscript should be typed in Times New Roman font, size 11 pt, 1,15 spaced, in MS Word format.     

2. METHODS OF RESEARCH
This section should describe the research design, materials, data sources, and procedures used to conduct the study in sufficient detail to allow reproducibility. Authors should clearly explain the methods employed, including experimental setups, analytical techniques, models, algorithms, or theoretical frameworks, as applicable. Any assumptions made during the study should be stated and justified. When established methods are used, appropriate references should be provided; when new or modified methods are proposed, a clear explanation must be given. Statistical analyses, validation procedures, and ethical considerations (if applicable) should also be included in this section. The methodology must be presented in a clear, logical, and systematic manner.                    	

3. RESULT AND DISCUSSION
The conclusion should succinctly summarize the main findings of the study without repeating details already discussed in previous sections. It should emphasize the key contributions and novelty of the research and discuss its theoretical and practical implications. Authors may briefly address the limitations of the study and suggest directions for future research. No new data, figures, or references should be introduced in this section. The conclusion should clearly demonstrate how the research objectives have been achieved and reaffirm the significance of the work within the relevant field.

4. CONCLUSION
The conclusion section must be a brief summary of the results and discussion section. Authors are strongly advised to avoid repetitive statements from the previous sections.
 
REFERENCE
The paper must have at least 15 references, 80% of which must consist of journal articles. The bibliography must be written using the APA (American Psychological Association) format. Ensure that every reference cited in the text is included in the bibliography. An example of citing references in the text is as follows:

As stated by Sufriadi (2020), …
… (Dedi & Rita, 2020)


The format for the bibliography follows APA 7th edition rules. It is recommended to use reference management tools such as Mendeley, Zotero, etc. Guidelines on how to format the bibliography for various types of references can be found in the Author Guidelines on the official website of Indonesia Economic Journal.
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
